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MORNING

The main goal of the morning session was to educate participants about the issue.  Three key speakers presented: SOLWODI, CLEAR, APHIA II.  

After presentations the floor was open to the participants for Q&A with guest speakers.    

Speakers:

SOLWODI - Elizabeth Alwayd

Opening questions and comments

· are all women in sex work exploited?

· are all children in sex work exploited? do they make a choice?

· They say that if any adult has sex with a child (18 years or younger) they are ALWAYS exploiting them

· Kenya is a source country for people to be trafficked (including children)

Reasons for sexual exploitation:

· peer pressure

· poor parenting

· family pressure

· cultural norms

· better life (money, visa)

· sexual abuse

· lack of self esteem

· orphaned

· lack of alternative choices

Note: poverty is not the sole reason for sexual exploitation, we must recognize this

Re-cap of UNICEF report:

· 45% of child sex exploitation (CSE) is up-country

· 55% of CSE is coast

· involves both rich and poor children (50% come from rich families therefore cannot blame poverty)

· 40% of children have lost 1 or both parents

· 39% of clients are Kenyan men

· pay scale is different depending on age, under 12 years, 12-16 years, 16-18 years

· anal sex is highly paid

· housework/general labour poorly paid in comparison

· in Kenya sex with children is a criminal offence

· since 2006 there has been a concentration against child labour

· Implementation of Code of Conduct: primary objective to enhance responsible tourism

· available programs: psychiatric counselling, established child protection centers, train hotels on child sex tourism

· 40 hotels have signed Code of Conduct 

· enforcement is lacking! Large problem, even police aren't aware how to address it (corruption is also a factor)

· tourists are subjected to punishment depending on country they come from

CLEAR - Joram Mutsutsu

Major Reason’s offenders are not prosecuted

· Not reported

· Not reported properly

· Activists don’t properly prepare cases – or don’t follow proper procedure

· Not many people are wiling to stand as witness so very hard for judge to continue (Sometimes court and police are blamed for this but they have few options)

· Cannot prosecute based on rumours

Legal instruments for combating

International Instruments

· International Convention on the Rights of the Child

· National Government agrees to protect rights of the child

· 1st Article give definition of a child

· Other Article in this Convention deal with Sex abuse

Note: In Kenya Law a child is defined as, Under 18 years of age

· Articles in Convention on the Rights of the Child

32/35/36 – Pornograpy and Sexual abuse

5/8/19/21/22 – Family support  and teaching of morals

28/29 – Education; in the home; in school

26/277/30/40 – Community and State Care

24 – Provision of Health and Education

· Child Prostitution definition > Money/goods/favours in exchange for sex

· Pornography – Corruption using; taking; looking; feeling/full sex on camera; pimping etc

3/12 – Children as witnesses

Note: Child abuse includes violence, coercion and torture/pain.  Children don’t enjoy abuse on any level!

Local Instruments

· Any Law not in line with constitution is defunct 

· Section 5 - Bill of Rights

· Right to life of the unborn child

· Deals specifically with the Rights of the Child

· Children’s act

· Sexual Offender’s Act

· Penal Code C63

· Outlines offenses

· Set Penalties

Note: Some of Penal Code has been replace by 2 acts above

· Physical Abuse and GBH

· Sets the age of Criminal Responsibility

· Under 8 – Not responsible

· 8-12 - ?

· 12-18 – Cannot have Carnal knowledge so cannot be charged

· Evidence Act Section 8-124

Old Law- Childs Evidence must be collaborated

New Law – Now if court is satisfied that child is telling the truth

· Independent Evidence

That the person charged committed the crime

Definition:  Child 10 years and below is said to be of ‘tender years’
· Children Sniffing Glue Laws

· Any connection with this – Max 3 year sentence

· If you report you need to be prepared to be a witness

· No trust in the police – People feel nothing will be done

· Proper information is needed

· Consistent Evidence

· Follow procedures

Children’s department

How an Abuse case is processed

· Report and Follow-up

· After initial investigation

· Police station -> Hospital

· Police Take details

· P3 form filled and submitted to police

· Get expert to revie P3 form to ensure it is written correctly

This is challenging for the average person and Systems/Law are unfriendly to women/children.  Legal change is required here!   Generally though implementation is the problem – Not the laws themselves.

There were lots of question on how this worked an a certain frustration from the participants that the process was complicated and difficult to prosecute.  Numerous questions were ‘put on ice’ due to time constraints. More time would be available during Q&A session.

Penalties for Penetrative sex with child:

· 8 and under is punishable by life imprisonment

· 12+ is 20 years imprisonment

· 16-18 is 15 imprisonment

Speaker was cut short due to time constraints.  

APHIA II - John Ndentu

APHIA II focus and challenges

· child sexual exploitation is their focus

· HIV prevention (risk and vulnerability)

· matatu conductors/workers carry young girls and abuse them

· health promotion (education, influence society on issues such as CSE)

· have conducted surveys and results showed community attitudes on CSE must change

Main components:

1. HIV prevention

2. Access to HIV care, reproductive health (ARV's, etc.)

3. Community care and support (home and community based services)

Addressing these components, how do they develop activities?

Poverty

· provide alternatives (reduce vulnerability)

· access to education

· have responsible guardians

· have access to medical care

Services provided/supported by APHIA II

· support Code of Conduct (big hotels willing to sign, smaller guest houses not as willing)

· worked with matatu sector: had focus groups do research, they admitted to sexually exploiting young girls and boys, encouraging changes in attitudes and beliefs

Note: partnered with Coast Government and NGO's

Big challenge: enforcement (have provided trainings with police on CSE)

Community

· many girls are trafficked from up-country

· child marriage a problem (i.e. 12 year old girls, parents think they are mature and marry them off)

Communication Strategy

· bring communities together to discuss what is putting us at risk for: HIV & AIDS, malaria, CSE, etc.

· Clear message: even if a child is bringing in money child sex is NOT acceptable

· Some women sex workers work from home and have children, this makes children vulnerable

· APHIA II and SOLWODI try to provide life skills to children so they understand it is not okay

· train in-school youth life skills education i.e. acceptable and unacceptable behaviour

People with disabilities:

· vulnerable for exploitation

· spend much time in institutions, could be abused therefore APHIA II has worked with institutions

Closing Comments

· Would like to expand programs to include all known places where CSE is rampant.

· Enforcement: corruption must be addressed at all levels.

Q&A

Why do people go into sex work if it's not because of poverty?


Peer pressure, parents not being responsible, exposed to risky environments

What actions work to prevent children from sexual exploitation?


1) awareness


2) issues of health


3) issues of rehabilitation (lost self-esteem, psychological counselling)


4) re-integration (work with families to accept child/person)

Age which young people have sex is/lose virginity is average 14 years, should we aim our messages at young girls 12-14 years old?

Yes, life skills must be taught, mothers and grandmothers used to explain about sex to children but now they don't (too embarrassed). Many girls in sex work have been previously abused.

Who is the enemy? Who are the offenders? Who do we need to target as guilty?

There are organized groups supplying children for sex, small guest houses that organize it, etc. however most is done by individuals discreetly.

Also Noted:

· There is a growing amount of child pornography

· Also must look at "children's homes" that have a false agenda

AFTERNOON

The purpose of the afternoon was key message development, deciding which messages are the most effective, and development of activities.

Session 1- Identifying Target Audiences and Developing Key Messages

How session was facilitated

To identify target audiences a facilitator recorded ideas on a flip chart that were suggested by participants.  Then target audiences were grouped into three main audiences whom the messages should reach.  

Next participants were divided into three groups, each group to develop messages towards their given target audience.  Each group then presented their key messages.

Key Message Development

Group 1

· Children

· Listen and talk to Children through Arts

· Message on longterm consequences of exploitation

· Speak out we are listening

· You have options

· Care givers + Health Care Professionals

· Educate yourselves and be alert

· Parents + Family Unit

· Longterm consequences v’s short term gain

· Parent who has been caught (testimonial etc…)

· Child Protection is our responsibility

· Community

· Child Protection is our responsibility

· This is wrong

· We are the community (childcare is the concern of all)

· Community Policing Officier


Group 2

· Government

· National Problem

· Abuse is often by people known to the victim

· Abuse Prevention and Law enforcement. Training for police needs to take place (specific attentionon child sex crimes)

· Need to vet (screen) people/organizations working with children

· Stop putting money ahead of the welfare of Kenyan children

· Government staff should be role models  - best practice

· Adoption laws need to be reviewed

· Kenyan law (re: Age of consent/what constitutes (a child) needs to be harmonized

· Tourism

· Awareness raising of tour operators/people.  Middlemen that child sexual exploitation is wrong and a crime

· What are implications of getting caught. Scare tactics

· Scare Tactics will only scare those who are going to do the wrong thing won’t impact “good” tourists

· Local people (young men in particular) STOP selling yourself to tourists.

Group 3: 

· Religious Organizations and Civil Society Organization's (CSO)

· "It's the right of the child* to be protected against sexual exploitation."

*see rights of child 1996 (?)

· "And it's our/your (CSO's) duty to fight for this right."

· "It's within your rights to say no to sex, and all adults should protect your rights!"

Session 2 - Developing Activities and Making Commitments

How session was facilitated

Participants stood in a circle and tossed a ball around, when the ball was caught they had to name a possible activity that could be done to deliver the key messages to the target audiences.

After list was developed participants were split into two groups: local organizations and international volunteers/returned volunteers.  Each group shared ideas on how they could incorporate activities into their personal/professional lives.

Each participant was given a piece of paper that said "I commit to..." or "I promise to..." in duplicate.  They were asked to write down something they feel they could follow-through, and keep one copy as a reminder and post one copy to share their idea.  The facilitators volunteered to present their promise/commitment, and participants followed.

· radio campaign

· billboards

· drama in schools (games/sport)

· messages on children's exercise books

· parents, do you know what your child did today?

· videos/media/newspaper (testimonials, stories of punishment)

· music concerts and debates

· churches and mosques

· teach songs to educate children 

· partner organizations (include message in literature)

· dialogue with younger/older people (branding on walls)

· pamphlets

· school clubs/young people clubs

· parent-teacher-advisory councils (give info)

· incorporate in VSO and my organization (make a plan!)

· centre for youth and counseling services (a hangout with a friendly atmosphere)

· social networks i.e. facebook

· provide trainings on how to identify perpetrators

· getting victims help

· use the law, make it work (simplify/education) (police education/parent)

"I promise/I commit too..."

· I commit to……..

· Write an article in a local newspaper

· Spread the message using new media

· Create some meetings with my neighbours and talk about how we are going to help our children from being exploited to sex

· Educating and creating awareness in my community on the dangers, effects, consequences of CST in Mewa and in college

· Mobilize the community to understand the right of their children and report any cases of sexual exploitation to police/children department

· Advocate for the rights of a child wherever it will be. Sensitize hotels in my area to promote responsible tourism and sign the code of conduct

· Give a five minute presentation concerned exploitation of children through sex tourism. Presentation give at Harbourne Hall

· Protect children on all kinds of violence

· Asking the Improved secure Livelihoods team beneficiary groups to incorporate messages against sex exploitation in their works of and what they sell both locally and for export

· When I go to Bombolulu I would like to share with my family and the community and people with disability as whole what I learnt with VSO

· Include a session on CSE in all community education I organize as part of my work with the community

· Educate parents

 

· I promise to……

· Write to friends and family to raise awareness on this issue. Join a working group to do an activity

· Have and hold a focus group discussion to sensitize the  community on the need of protecting children form sex tourism and all kinds of sex

· Speak to as many people as I can about child sexual exploitation and also go into Bamba or Kakanjuni location and do the same

· Sensitize the community on ways to preventing and dealing with these issues of child prostitution in order to help scaling it out

· Create awareness about child sex exploitation to my residents through Barazao and meetings and also form committees to fight child sex

· Give child sex exploitation awareness to every person who comes to our offices every day

· Not to forget the issues when I go home

· Work with other stakeholders on educating and sensitizing children of community members on the use of laws

· To include this topic in the MTG peer education curriculum

· Approach, with other volunteers, travel guides for tourists

· Include this topic in the Kenya Xperience! activities to senzitize voluntourists and their network

· To involve other returned volunteers in GlobEd activities

· Go back to the community in Bamba or Kaka Njuni and speak

Session 3 - Identifying Activities to Engage In

How session was facilitated

The Dotmocracy facilitation method was used to help the group choose the most important activities i.e activity that would have most impact; could be implemented; they wanted to get involved in.

The output from Session 2 was recorded on 3 flipcharts pages.  These pages were taped to the ground.  Each participant was given one green and one yellow sticker and had to choose one Local activity (green) and one Global activity (yellow), by sticking it to Activity on flipchart page.

Once voting was finished the activities with most votes, both Locally and Globally, were discussed.

Two working teams, Local and Global were formed to follow up on the activities.  Each team member was asked to commit to being an active part of the team for 1 year.  A leader for each team was chosen by popular vote.
